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We can easily be reached via the M4/M5 network-

M4 (FROM THE SOUTH, WEST & EAST)
Drive to junction 15 of the M4. Head North on the A419 (signed Cirencester).
Continue along dual carriageway for approximately 11 miles.
At the Spine Road junction flyover, turn left onto the B4696 ‘Spine Road’
(signed Cotswold Water Park/South Cerney).

*Continue for approximately 2 miles to the crossroads, where you must
give way. Go straight over towards Somerford Keynes and Oaksey
and drive down the Spine Road for a further 2.5 miles, passing 
Somerford Keynes on the right. Friday Island has its entrance
on the Spine Road on the right hand side. You can’t miss it!

Please park inside the gates and use the intercom situated to the
right side of the entrance. Your boat will then arrive for you at
Pressgang Pier.

M5 (FROM THE NORTH)
Leave M5 at junction 11A heading South following signs for Cirencester on the A417/A419 Bypass. After passing
Cirencester, continue on the A419 following signs for Swindon for approximately 4 miles.
At the Spine Road junction flyover, take the slip road and turn right onto the B4696 ‘Spine Road’
(signed Cotswold Water Park/South Cerney).  Then follow directions as above*.

BY RAIL
Travel to Kemble, a main line station approximately 85 minutes from Paddington.
We will be happy to meet you at the station and drive you to the venue, so please let us know in advance.
